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FM to join OIC
meeting on

Israeli aggression

Foreign Minister (FM)
Hasan Mahmud, now in
Turkiye, will attend an
extraordinary meeting of
OIC Council of Foreign
Ministers in Jeddah today
(Tuesday) to discuss the
continued Israeli aggression
against Palestinian people,
reports UNB.

The Organisation of
Islamic Cooperation (OIC)
will hold the meeting at the
headquarters of its General
Secretariat in Jeddah, the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

From Tiurkiye, Foreign
Minister Hasan will travel to
Jeddah to attend the meet-
ing, a senior official at the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs
told the news agency.

During his participation in
the Antalya Diplomacy
Forum in Turkiye on March
1-3, the FM described the
event as a significant platform
for international dialogue.

At the Forum, Hasan
emphasised the urgent need
for a collective effort to end
the ongoing genocide in
Gaza, holding Israel
accountable for committing
crimes against humanity
and ethnic cleansing.

In November last year,
the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia hosted the extraordi-
nary joint Arab and Islamic
Summit, in Riyadh, jointly
organised by the OIC and
the League of Arab States.

The Conference adopted
a number of decisions, in
particular assigning a com-
mittee of the Foreign
Ministers of Member
States, to tour world capitals
and international organisa-
tions in order to stop Israeli
aggression against the
Palestinian people.

As part of its continued
efforts to stop the brutal
Israeli aggression against the
Palestinian people since
October 7, the OIC also held
an open-ended executive
committee  extraordinary
meeting at the foreign minis-
ter level, at its headquarters
on October 18 last year.

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Gaza war toll
hits 30,534

GAZA STRIP, Mar 04 (AFP): The health ministry in
Hamas-run Gaza said on Monday that at least 30,534 peo-
ple have been killed during the war between Israel and
Hamas in the Palestinian territory.

A ministry statement said there were 124 fatalities over
the past 24 hours, while another 71,980 people have been
wounded since the war broke out on October 7.

Israel demolishes W Bank home
of Palestinian accused of attack

Israeli troops on Monday blew up the home of a
Palestinian accused of killing a British-Isracli woman
and her two daughters in the occupied West Bank last
year.

The apartment of Moaz al-Masry, who was killed by
[sraeli forces following the April 7 attack, was demol-
ished in the early hours, Palestinian witnesses told AFP.

The Palestinian Red Crescent Society said their medics
treated about 15 people after Israeli forces fired tear gas
during the raid on the West Bank city of Nablus.

Masry, along with two other attackers, was accused of
shooting dead Israeli settler Leah Dee and her daughters
Maia and Rina as they were driving near Hamra in the
Jordan Valley.

Following a manhunt, the assailants were killed in a
military raid on Nablus in May.

Troops overnight into Monday stormed the Al-
Makhfiya neighbourhood in Nablus and surrounded
Masry's house, a witness told AFP.

Israel routinely demolishes the homes of Palestinians
accused of carrying out attacks, arguing that such meas-
ures act as a deterrent, while critics say it amounts to col-
lective punishment.

The Red Crescent told AFP they had evacuated multi-
ple residents, including children, from the building hous-
ing Masry's apartment.

Violence in the West Bank had flared even before the
war in the Gaza Strip between Hamas militants and Israel
erupted on October 7.
