Gaza hunger warnings
grow, ceasefire efforts on

EFFORTS to hammer out
a temporary truce in Gaza
intensified on Tuesday af-
ter months of war that have
devastated the Palestinian
territory and pushed hun-
dreds of thousands to the
brink of famine.

While a UN-backed as-
sessment said 3,00,000 peo-
ple in Gaza's north would
face famine by May without
a surge of aid, US secretary
of state Antony Blinken said
everyone in Gaza was now
in need of humanitarian aid.

UN human rights chief
Volker Turk blamed Israel for
the hunger crisis, telling re-
porters in Geneva they were

blocking aid and conducting
the conflict in a way that ‘may
amount to the use of starva-
tion as a method of war'.

Israeli troops on Tuesday
pressed an assault on Gaza's
biggest hospital, which they
allege is being used for mili-
tary purposes.

The military said more
than 50 fighters had been
killed. Hamas said the as-
sault on Gaza City’s Al-Shifa
Hospital was a war crime.

Israel's spy chief David
Barnea was in Qatar on Mon-
day for a new round of talks
with Egyptian and Qatari
mediators, after they failed
to secure a truce for the Mus-
lim holy month of Ramadan,
which began last week.

Qatar’'s foreign ministry

kesperson Majed al-An-
sari said he was ‘cautiously
optimistic’ about the latest ne-
gotiations but it was ‘too early
to announce any successes’.

The new push for a truce
follows a Hamas proposal
for a six-week ceasefire, an
increase in aid and the initial
release of about 42 hostages
in exchange for Palestinian
prisoners held by Israel.

During the proposed
truce, Israeli forces would
withdraw from ‘all cities and
populated areas’ in Gaza, ac-
cording to a Hamas official.

Ansari said they were ax-
pecting a counter-proposal
to be presented to Hamas
and technical talks would
continue.

The bloodiest ever Gaza
war broke out after Hamas's
unprecedented October 7 at-
tack resulted in about 1,160
deaths in Israel, mostly
civilians, according to an
AFP tally of Israeli official
figures.

Militants also  seized
about 250 hostages, of whom

Israel believes 130 remain in
Gaza, including 33 who are
presumed dead.

Israel has responded with
a relentless offensive against
Hamas that Gaza's health
ministry says has killed at
least 31,726 people, most of
them women and children.

Blinken, who will travel
to Saudi Arabia and Egypt
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this week to try to shore up
support for the temporary
truce and an increase in aid,
highlighted that evervone
in Gaza was now suffering
‘savere laevels of acute food
insecurity’.

‘That's the first time an
entire population has heen
so classified,’ he said during
a visit to the Philippines.
